--- Trail use is a privilege.  Please help us continue to have our Annual Rally by 

staying on the trails as marked.
--- Safety is your responsibility
--- Practice safety when handling your ATV.
--- Watch out for pedestrians.
--- Be considerate of others.
--- Do NOT enter any of the event tracks/courses until directed to do so
--- Fees must be paid and you must have your number visible to participate in any 

event.
--- Waiver MUST be signed before participating in any event.
--- Machines MUST be in safe mechanical condition in order to compete.
--- Riders must MUST conduct themselves in a safe and respectful manner at all 

times.

Extra Information

All Day Rides:

Mount Dutton, including Casto Canyon; Paunsagaunt Plateau, including west side of Red Cliffs; 
Aquarius Plateau.  All rides can change depending on weather conditions.

It is possible to encounter wildlife.  Do not fear them.  They will generally run away to get away 
from you.  Chasing animals is illegal.  Stay on the trail.  However, do keep your cameras ready 
for the picture perfect opportunity.  Keep in mind that the rally is held at an elevation of over 
7500 feet.  Higher elevations have lower oxygen levels and weather fluctuations. Be prepared 
with extra clothing, plenty of water, and snacks.  Helmets and Goggles are required. It is also a 
good idea to make sure your ATV is jetted properly for the altitude changes.  Extra fuel is an 
added security.

Events:

All Events are held on the Bryce Canyon Resort property.  Please respect this property as a place 
of business.  Alcohol is not permitted during the Rally.  Any participant not conducting 
themselves appropriately as outlined above, will be asked to leave immediately.



Adult Release Form:

The undersigned (on my own behalf and on behalf of my heirs, personal representatives, 
successors and assigns), for and in consideration of the opportunity to participate in an ATV 
“Ride”, “Rally”, “Contest”, “Race”, “Rodeo”, or “Activity”, (hereinafter, EVENT(S) sponsored 
and/or conducted by Bryce Canyon Resort LC, Great Western ATV LC and/or Bryce Canyon 
Scenic Tours & Shuttles and their respective officers, directors, employees and agents 
(hereinafter, the “Released Parties”) releases and holds harmless the “RELEASED PARTIES”

This Release extends to any and all claims I have against the “RELEASED PARTIES” resulting 
from or arising out of their performance of their rally duties whether or not such claims result 
from negligence (except willful neglect) on the part of any or all of the “RELEASED PARTIES” 
with respect to the EVENT(S) or with respect to the conditions, qualifications, instructions, rules 
or procedures under which the EVENT(S) are conducted or from any other cause.

I UNDERSTAND THAT THIS MEANS THAT I AGREE NOT TO SUE ANY OR ALL OF 
THE “RELEASED PARTIES” FOR ANY INJURY RESULTING TO MYSELF OR MY 
PROPERTY ARISING FROM, OR IN CONNECTION WITH THE PERFORMANCE OF 
THEIR RALLY DUTIES IN SPONSORING, PLANNING OR CONDUCTING THE EVENTS.

I am experienced in and familiar with the operation of ATVs (All Terrain Vehicles) and fully 
understand the risks and dangers inherent in ATVing.  I am voluntarily participating in the 
EVENT(S) and I expressly agree to assume the entire risk of any accidents or personal injury, 
including death, which I might sustain to my person and property as a result of my participation 
in the events, and any negligence (except willful neglect) on the part of any or all of the 
“RELEASED PARTIES” in performing their rally duties.

Parent’s Consent for Minors:

In consideration of my minor child (the “Minor”) being permitted to participate in a “Ride”, “Rally”, “Contest”, “Race”, 
“Rodeo”, or “Activity” (hereinafter, EVENT(S) sponsored and conducted by Bryce Canyon Resort LC, and/or Great Western 
ATV LC, and/or Bryce Canyon Scenic Tours & Shuttles and their respective officers, directors, employees and agents 
(hereinafter, the “RELEASED PARTIES”) I agree as follows:

1.  I know the nature of the EVENT(S) and the Minor’s experience level and capabilities, and believe the Minor to be qualified 
to participate, in the EVENT(S) or into restricted areas where the EVENT(S) are conducted.  IF I OR THE MINOR BELIEVE 
ANYTHING IS UNSAFE, I WILL INSTRUCT THE MINOR TO IMMEDIATELY CEASE OR REFUSE TO PARTICIPATE 
IN THE EVENT(S) AND/OR LEAVE THE RESTRICTED AREA.

2.  I FULLY UNDERSTAND and will instruct the Minor that: (a) THE ACTIVITIES OF THE EVENT(S) MAY BE 
DANGEROUS and participation in the EVENT(S) and/or entry into Restricted Areas may involve RISKS AND DANGERS OF 
SERIOUS BODILY INJURY, INCLUDING PERMANENT DISABILITY, PARALYSIS AND DEATH (“RISKS”); (b) these 
Risks and dangers may be caused by the Minor’s own actions or inactions, the actions or inactions of others participating in the 
EVENT(S), the rules of the EVENT(S), the condition and layout of the premises and equipment, or THE NEGLIGENCE OF 
THE “RELEASED PARTIES”in performing their rally duties; (.c.) There may be OTHER RISKS NOT KNOWN TO ME or that 
are not readily foreseeable at this time; (d) THE SOCIAL AND ECONOMIC LOSSES and/or damages that could result from 
those Risks COULD BE SEVERE AND COULD PERMANENTLY CHANGE THE MINOR’S FUTURE.

3.  I consent to the Minor’s participation in the EVENT(S) and/or entry into restricted areas and HEREBY ACCEPT AND 
ASSUME ALL SUCH RISKS, KNOWN AND UNKNOWN, AND ASSUME ALL RESPONSIBILITY FOR THE LOSSES, 
COSTS AND OR DAMAGES FOLLOWING SUCH INJURY, DISABILITY, PARALYSIS OR DEATH, EVEN IF CAUSED, 
IN WHOLE OR PART, BY THE NEGLIGENCE OF THE “RELEASED PARTIES” IN PERFORMING THEIR RALLY 
DUTIES.

4.  I HEREBY RELEASE, DISCHARGE AND COVENANT NOT TO SUE the “RELEASED PARTIES” sponsors, advertisers, 
owners and lessors of the premises used to conduct the EVENT(S), FROM ALL LIABILITY TO ME, THE DEMANDS, 
LOSSES, OR DAMAGES ON ACCOUNT OF ANY INJURY, including, but not limited to, death or damage to property, 
CAUSED OR ALLEGED TO BE CAUSED IN WHOLE OR IN PART BY THE NEGLIGENCE OF THE “RELEASED 
PARTIES” in performing their rally duties.

5.  If, despite, this release, I the Minor or anyone on the Minor’s behalf makes a claim against any of the “RELEASED 
PARTIES” names above, I AGREE TO INDEMNIFY AND SAVE AND HOLD HARMLESS THE “RELEASED PARTIES” 
and each of them from ANY LITIGATION EXPENSES, ATTORNEY FEES, LOSS, LIABILITY, DAMAGE, OR COST THEY 
MAY INCUR DUE TOTHE CLAIM MADE AGAINST OF THE “RELEASED PARTIES” NAMED ABOVE, ASSERTING 
NEGLIGENCE ON THE PART OF THE “RELEASED PARTIES” in performing their rally duties.

6.  I sign this agreement on my own behalf and on the behalf of the Minor.

I HAVE READ THIS PARENTAL CONSENT, RELEASE AND WAIVER OF LIABILITY, ASSUMPTION OF RISK, AND 
INDEMNITY AGREEMENT, UNDERSTAND THAT BY SIGNING IT I GIVE UP SUBSTANTIAL RIGHTS I AND/OR THE 
MINOR WOULD OTHERWISE HAVE TO RECOVER DAMAGES FOR LOSSES OCCASIONED BY THE “RELEASED 
PARTIES” FAULT, AND SIGN IT VOLUNTARILY AND WITHOUT INDUCEMENT.

LIMITATION OF LIABILITY

Bryce Canyon Resort and its affiliates, sponsors, employees, and agents have tried to take every 
precaution to assist you in having a safe and enjoyable experience while participating in the 
Bryce Canyon Country 3rd Annual ATV Rally.  Because of the nature of this particular sport, it 
must be understood by every participant that there are inherent dangers in riding ATVs.   The 
above mentioned cannot be held responsible or liable for any accidents, mishaps, damage to 
person or property which occurs during the Rally.  By registering, each participant takes full 
responsibility for their own safety and well being, and their property.  The trails associated with 
the All Day Rides are not intended for fast speeds or wreck less drivers.  Please stay with the 
group and be considerate to the other participants.  Good judgement and responsible riding must 
be exercised at all times on all trails.

Utah State ATV laws indicate where trails are located on public lands, and have been properly 
marked and designated as open to ATV use.  Land management groups, county entities, and 
those who have laid out the trails for our use, bear no responsibility or liability for accidents 
which may happen due to trail use or participation in events involving those trails.  Be cautious 
and responsible.

Be aware of your surroundings.  Be sensitive to the wildlife and vegetation.  Do not leave your 
litter on the trails.  “Pack it in; pack it out”.  Leave no trace that you were there.  Help keep our 
OHV trails open to the public by obeying the OHV laws.



OHV Rules and Regulations

 Stay on designated ATV roads
 No person under eight years of age will be allowed to operate an OHV on 

the Garfield County Road system.
 All riders must wear a properly fitting, safety regulated helmet.
 No person may operate an OHV upon any street or highway, except to cross 

the street or highway, giving the right of way to oncoming traffic.
 All OHV vehicles on the OHV road system must be licensed and/or 

registered by the state in which the owner has residence.
 OHVs shall be equipped with brakes adequate to control the movement of 

and to stop and hold the vehicle under normal operating conditions; 
headlights and taillights when operated between sunset and sunrise; a noise 
control device.

 No person shall operate an OHV over twenty-five miles per hour on the 
Garfield County Road system.

 No person may operate an OHV while under the influence of alcohol, while 
in connection with acts of vandalism, harassment of animals, burglaries, 
other crimes, damage to the environment, impairment of plant or animal life, 
or excessive noise.

 To operate on private land, the OHV operator must have permission from 
the land owner.

 Penalties for violation shall be punishable as a Class C Misdemeanor.
